At the AGM held in October 2009, Doug VanDine brought to attention the fact that, as of 
April 2010 (but with a possible extension for 9 months) the BC Air Photo Lab and 
Warehouse will be closed.  That means Air photos will not be available for viewing and 
contact prints will not be available for purchase.  Doug checked further into the issue and 
found that it is the ñintent that eventually all contact prints dating back to 1936 
(approximately 10,000 rolls of film) will be scanned and will only be available digitally at 
a low resolution for viewing on the web (free of charge) and at a high resolution for 
purchase ($18.50 per image, a file size of several 10s of megabytes per image).  It is 
unclear what will happen to the existing air photo contact prints.  There is a possibility 
that they may be destroyed.ò  Doug VanDine and Kevin Turner drafted a letter (endorsed 
by the DEGIRS executive) expressing concern over the demise of the Provincial Air 
Photo Program in British Columbia.  That letter was sent to APEGBC council requesting 
that APEGBC get involved by: 
¶ sending  a letter to the Minister responsible for the Integrated Land Management 

Bureau and inform him that closing the BC Air Photo Lab and Warehouse, and 
making the provincial air photos available digitally only, is unacceptable and 
definitely not in the interest of province.   

¶ sending letters to other associations that represent users of the provincial air photos 
and inform them of the demise of the BC Air Photo Lab and Warehouse and suggest 
that they too send a letter to the Minister responsible for the Integrated Land 
Management Bureau. 

 
Thank you Doug for bringing this to our attention and to you and Kevin for drafting the 
letter of response.
