Worksafe BC. A submission was made to APEGBC Council in March. Council expressed concern that we may be creating a special category for PGeo Practice in the forestry sector related to evaluation of stability of excavation slopes. Amendments were made to ensure consistent language on this item throughout the Regulation. 

Public hearings are scheduled for May. Cabinet approval is anticipated mid summer 2007. APEGBC expects that the scope of practice for Limited Licenses will expire once the Regulation is approved.

The JPB Task Force document for Management of Terrain Stability in the Forest Sector has been reviewed by APEGBC, and will be returned to the JPB. In particular, skill sets and qualifications for TSA’s have been clarified and updated. JPB approval may occur as early as Monday next week. There will then be opportunity for DEGIFS executive and the ABCFP Professional Practices Group to comment. After that, it will be submitted to the APEGBC and ABCFP Councils, possibly in late June.
