Avalanche issue: on hold Meeting Next Tuesday, Jan. 15, 2007 in Kelowna; APEG presentation to deal with role or professionals (consistent with JPB article and previous WorksafeBC submission):
Snow avalanche risk assessments by:

a) PEng/PGeo except in wilderness operations,
b) PEng/PGeo except in forestry operation,

c) Wilderness operations: not a full avalanche assessment - only active avalanche control (forecasting) CAA

Limited license to register qualified practitioners due to overlapping responsibilities
Terrain issues: Revisions to terrain stability – agreed upon the original submission
Begin discussion on what to do with PGeo limited licence if WorksafeBC regulations are amended; DEGIFS need to make recommendation to APEG council about what to do

Construction and harvesting inspections by terrain stability professionals where “non – standard” prescriptions are recommended. Is there a similar process to a bridge engineer recommending a final inspection by the prescribing engineer such that s/he can sign-off on the final product. 

Field reviews can be done during or after construction (as per Bylaws). PEngs do this for bridges.
What are standard and non-standard prescriptions and is this area partially or wholly covered off by Management of Terrain Stability or Safe Entry guidelines.

10.4 Practice Review of P.Eng. involved in TSA (Jeremy Araki, Peter Mitchell)

Any update or progress report on the Practice Reviews that are ongoing for Professional Engineers that carry out terrain stability assessments. Are there any outcomes? Are there any opportunities for DEGIFS Executive participation?

15 PEngs have been selected for practice review, but none thus far (not all have completed review process) have had any practice restrictions.

10.5 Forest Road Guidelines (Forest and Range Evaluation Program) (Peter)
JPB to develop guidelines from a safety perspective, best safety practice regulations (looking for funding); lots of consulting in forestry industry so it is the RPF that has the larger view of the whole project.

May want to address from the Resource Road perspective (not just from a forestry perspective), but may need to clarify any legislative differences
