5.1  APEGBC (Peter Mitchell)
Challenge to registration process (Bylaw change sent to all APEG members, for vote). APEG currently not allowed to register members so Limited Licences are being offered as a short term solution.
Guideline on Riparian Area Assessment (RAR): input requested on how to engage APEG members from a terrain stability perspective (may be some funding to prepare a guidline).

WorksafeBC: work with Mike Larock, RPF (ABCPF) to work on Road Regulations and Safe Entry work procedures and requirements
CAA – Avalanche requirements are holding up joint APEGBC/ABCPF submission to WorksafeBC; meeting planned with George Matheson (WorksafeBC); APEGBC has not actually seen what was submitted by CAA to WorksafeBC. Irene to lead review group – response to CAA submission and be involved in helping to define responsibilities (PEng, PGeo and snow avalanche professionals).
5.2  JPB (Tom Millard)
Worksafe BC regulation update is on hold –see 5.1
A Task Force that is developing Guidelines for Terrain Stability in the Forest Sector, headed by Tom Millard is underway. There appears to be limited guidance related to developments that may affect settlements, private land, public roads, and utilities. Worker safety is also being discussed as an item to be re-enforced. Terry Rollerson and Rob Wilson are part of task group.
TSA Skill sets committee: led by Glynnis Horel, Jim Schwab and Justin Kumigi
Safe Entry task force: Greg Reid will continue on this task force, as will Mark Goldback
